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The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that in 2006, the patient was in a training exercise at Fort Hunter Liggett.  The patient tells me that during the exercise, there was this explosives went off.  The exposure went off near to him.  He immediately injured his right leg.  The patient lost consciousness from the explosion.  The patient fell to the ground.  The patient does not remember how long he was out of consciousness.  When he woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient has severe headache.  The patient has significant nausea when he woke up.
Since the event, the patient has significant headaches.  He has headache on a daily basis.  The patient gets startled very easily.  The patient also has significant anxiety symptoms.  The patient also has tremors starting about four years ago.  The patient is currently working for the Army.  The patient is working as a religious affair HCO.  The patient tells me that his headaches significant affecting his ability to work.  It is affecting his concentration and focus.  The patient also becomes very forgetfulness at work.  The patient states that he is not able to follow instructions.  The patient tells me that his work performance is affected with his symptoms.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  The patient had an explosion in 2006 at Fort Hunter Liggett in California.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  When he woke up, the patient has severe confusion, disorientation, and nausea.  Since the event, the patient also has significant difficulty during his work because of the lack of concentration and focus due to the chronic headaches.  The patient also has significant forgetfulness.  It is my opinion that the loss of consciousness, followed by headache, confusion, disorientation, and also now chronic headaches, these are all signs and symptoms suggesting traumatic brain injury.
