Nick Sennett has been seen for diabetes at this office for the last 13 years.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type I diabetes.

2. Insulin pump therapy.

3. Dyslipidemia.

More recently, his blood sugar control has improved significantly as he is now on insulin pump, a new Ilet pump, which is mainly directed by Artificial Intelligence.

In the recent visit, his sugars were improved with rare hyperglycemic reactions.

Current Medications: Insulin Ilet pump, simvastatin 10 mg daily, and lisinopril 5 mg daily.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 120/80, weight 172 pounds, and BMI is 26. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was intact.

The insulin pump program was downloaded and reviewed in detail with the patient and further instructions were made in regards to compliance.

IMPRESSION: Type I diabetes without evidence of microvascular complications this time, insulin pump therapy, and dyslipidemia.

He is advised to continue with current program and followup with primary physician.

As I am retiring end of March 2025, he will need followup with new endocrinologist.
