Dear Dr. Power:
This is a followup Mr. McArthur who has history of chronic kidney disease, hypertension and calcium oxalate stones.  Last visit in July.  Incidental fracture left-sided #5 metatarsal.  No trauma.  Wear a boot, already healed.
Review of Systems:  I did an extensive review of system being negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight the metoprolol and cholesterol treatment.
Physical Examination:  Has gained weight from 184 to 194 from limited activity and blood pressure by nurse was 137/80.  Alert and oriented x3.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular no major abnormalities.  No ascites or tenderness.  No edema.  Nonfocal.

Labs:  Chemistries creatinine 1.5, which is baseline representing a GFR 50 stage III.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable overtime.  No progression.  No symptoms.  Present electrolytes and acid base normal.  There has been no need for phosphorus binders.  Normal nutrition and calcium.  No gross anemia.  No EPO treatment.  Underlying calcium oxalate stones without activity.  Prior four vessel bypass surgery clinically stable.  Blood pressure in the office acceptable.  Continue same regimen.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
