Dear Mrs. Geitman:
This is a followup for Mrs. Porter who has chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in July 2024.  Cardiology discussing about ablation for atrial fibrillation she is not ready for that.  Weight and appetite stable.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  Some constipation, no bleeding.  No changes in urination.  She does not notice the palpitations, but she has a portable EKG machine the one advertise on TV and that is what she knows she is on atrial fibrillation.  No increase of dyspnea, orthopnea or PND.  Some unsteadiness but no falling episode.
Review of System:  Negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Notice bisoprolol, anticoagulation Xarelto.  She takes once a week fludrocortisone for low blood pressure.
Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure by myself 114/62 right-sided.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries November; creatinine 1.2 previously 1.1.  Blood test to be repeated.  Anemia 12.5.  Normal sodium, potassium and acid base.  Normal glucose, calcium, albumin and phosphorous.
Assessment and Plan:  Question a change of chronic kidney disease; however, no symptoms.  Blood test to be repeated.  No need for EPO treatment.  Potassium and acid base stable.  No need for bicarbonate.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Follow with cardiology for atrial fibrillation anticoagulated and rate control.  Not on antiarrhythmics.  She needs to educate herself about ablation procedure.  Plan to see her back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
