Dear Dr. Ball:
This is a followup for Mrs. Williams who has left-sided nephrectomy, renal cell carcinoma chromophobe type without recurrence, chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in April.  Complaining of dry mouth.  The tongue is kind of sore.  Able to eat.  Keeping weight stable.  No nausea, vomiting or abdominal pain.  No diarrhea.  No urinary symptoms.  The tongue sensitivity to spicy food hot, it is not painful to swallow this is going on for few years, but worse over the last six months.
Review of System:  Other review of system is negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  No changes including beta-blockers and diuretic chlorthalidone.
Physical Examination:  Weight is stable 246, previously 244 and blood pressure by nurse 131/82.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular looks normal.  No ascites, tenderness or masses.  No edema or focal deficits.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries January; mild anemia 13.5, creatinine is stable 1.3 for a GFR 46 stage III.  Normal sodium, potassium and acid base.  A1c at 5.7.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable overtime, no progression, no symptoms.  Prior renal cancer nephrectomy, no recurrence.  Blood pressure acceptable.  No need for phosphorus binders.  No need for bicarbonate metabolic acidosis.  Electrolytes and acid base stable.  Come back in a year.  I saw the tongue looks coated, I do not see any lesions, I do not see yeast and I do not see ulcerations on the throat either.  Her voice is normal.  No gross lymph nodes.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
