The patient is here for routine refill, gets Suboxone every month, self-pay, also has UnitedHealthcare for which he is treated for other medical diseases including chronic arthritis, asthma, increased blood pressure, with mild diabetes that was what he had been given Ozempic in the past with other medications including Celebrex, albuterol nebulizer, Advair, and metformin.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: As above and just described.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He has been having panic attacks. He has been given hydroxyzine for those, seemed to help and making him somewhat drowsy.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Bowel sounds normoactive. Back: No CVA tenderness or spinal tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Followup for opioid use disorder.
PLAN: To follow up with his PCP for routine care using his insurance, trying to use regular insurance for office visits as above.
