Mother said she noticed the bump approximately 10 days ago but does not increase much in size but brought her in today because it is painful and the redness is increase. Mother says she cannot recall child falling or stepping on any sharp object.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is not exposed to secondhand smoke.

FAMILY HISTORY: None.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Mother said child is eating and drinking well. Her activities are normal.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 100% at room air.

Blood pressure is 96/60.

Pulse is 109.

Respirations are 24.

Temperature is 98.5.

Left foot plantar surface and subcentimeter tender papules with localized erythema. No bleeding or discharge. No fluctuance. No pustule is present.
HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Plantar warts.

2. Plantar cellulitis.

3. Foot pain.
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PLAN: The patient was sent home with the following medications: Septra 20 mg/40 mg/5 mL mother will give one teaspoon twice daily for 10 days, #100 mL no refills, corn pads, mother was advised to buy this over-the-counter and apply to lesion for protection so kid can walk without discomfort. She was given the opportunity to ask questions and she states she has none.
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
