HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 7-year-old young lady comes in today with abdominal pain, headache, sore throat, cough and congestion. Mother had same symptoms yesterday, was placed on a Z-PAK. She wants to know if the child can get antibiotics today.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

ALLERGIES: None.

MEDICATIONS: None.

CHILDHOOD IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No exposure to smoking.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: She is eating. No nausea, vomiting or diarrhea reported. Once again, she has no issues or problems at this time.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Little Collins is doing quite well. She is active. She is alert. She is awake. She is in no distress. She is not complaining of any pain.
VITAL SIGNS: Weight 62 pounds. O2 sat 100%. Temperature 98.6. Respirations 20. Pulse 106.
HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.
LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.
ABDOMEN: Soft. Detailed abdominal examination is totally negative.
SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. URI.
2. Flu test was done to make sure she does not need Tamiflu or any medication for the flu.
3. Hold off on antibiotics.
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4. Bromfed DM for cough.

5. Mother agrees with the plan.

6. If any changes noted in her condition or if she develops fever, chills or worsening symptoms, mother will call me and we will discuss possibility of antibiotics, but at this time we are going to avoid any antibiotic use.
ADDENDUM: Her urinalysis does show slight leukocytes, so besides Bromfed, we are also going to treat her with Keflex 250 mg/5 mL one teaspoon t.i.d. Discussed with mother.
