HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This 1-year-old child comes in today for evaluation of possible allergic reaction to amoxicillin. The patient was seen yesterday by Dr. Piatt. Dr. Piatt prescribed amoxicillin with the diagnoses of URI and right-sided otitis media. The patient still has runny nose. She is eating. She is tolerating liquids. She has had no nausea or vomiting. No hematemesis, hematochezia, seizure or convulsion. No other associated symptoms. There is a small quarter-size rash on the right cheek that mother thought was allergic reaction to Amoxil. There is no rash anywhere else. It looks like an irritation, possible cold exposure, but definitely not allergic reaction to Amoxil, possibly not a rash or mononucleosis with amoxicillin treatment. Child is once again alert, awake and in no distress.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative. She does have a birthmark on her forehead that has been treated.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
MEDICATIONS: Amoxil.
ALLERGIES: None.

COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None.

CHILDHOOD IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking exposure.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: O2 sat 99%. Temperature 98.3. Respirations 20. Pulse 96.
HEENT: Right TM is slightly red. Oral mucosa without any lesion.
LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash except for the irritation on the cheek on the right side.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. No evidence of allergic reaction to Amoxil.

2. Otitis media under treatment.

3. URI.

4. Runny nose.
5. Slight cough.

6. Lungs are very clear.

7. Findings were discussed with mother at length.

9. Claritin recommended as a decongestant, but no other decongestant.
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
