HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 39-year-old gentleman comes in with cough, congestion, headache, swelling in the neck, and dizziness, just feeling terrible.
In the office, he had a negative flu test A and B, had symptoms of acute sinusitis and a chest x-ray, which showed evidence of bronchitis.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
MEDICATIONS: Medication includes metoprolol 20 mg once a day.
ALLERGIES: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Occasional ETOH. No smoking. The patient is under lot of stress at his job. He used to be the night manager at Home Depot, but he quit his management and he just works at Home Depot.
FAMILY HISTORY: His mother died when she was 23-year-old in a car accident. His father died before he was born. He was raised by family members, then he went into system and then he was adopted by family that had 19 children.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Cough, congestion, nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, dizziness, and feeling poorly. No hematemesis. No hematochezia. No seizure or convulsion. He is obese. He suffers from hypertension. He also needs a prescription for his metoprolol today.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 235 pounds, up about 10 pounds. O2 sat 97%. Temperature 98.4. Respirations 20. Pulse 90. Blood pressure 141/80.
HEENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed. Oral mucosa without any lesion.
LUNGS: Rhonchi.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.
SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Chest x-ray shows bronchitis and secretion retention.

2. Hypertension controlled.
3. Blood work needed, wants to wait.
4. Ultrasound of the carotids within normal limits in face of dizziness.

5. Lymphadenopathy copious in the neck noted.

6. Gallbladder distended.

7. Postnasal drip severe.
8. The patient was given Z-PAK, Medrol Dosepak. Bromfed DM for cough, also Zofran for nausea.
9. Gallbladder appears distended, but no stones.
10. He was also treated with Rocephin and dexamethasone here in the office.

11. To call me in 24 hours if not any better.

12. Return for blood test at a later day.
