Ms. Hunter is an 89-year-old woman who is being recertified for hospice today.

The patient is currently on hospice with diagnosis of chronic kidney disease. Since last certification, the patient has become more obtunded. The patient is more confused. She is no longer able to use a walker. She is no longer mobile. She has increased hallucinations. She is sleeping majority of the day 16 to 18 hours. She lives at assisted living because she could not take care of herself at home: Her KPS score is 40%. Mary who is her daughter-in-law is very involved in her care. She is total ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent, requires position changing every two hours to keep her from developing decubitus ulcer. She has decreased weight, severe weakness, debility and generalized disability related to her renal failure. She has bouts of itching consistent with renal failure as well with associated nausea with very decreased appetite.
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
