HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 96-year-old woman who was recently hospitalized with UTI and pneumonia. Subsequently, when she got home, she developed abdominal pain, distention, went back to the hospital with an infected gallbladder. Because of her age, she was not able to undergo any kind of surgery; they requested a percutaneous drainage of her gallbladder, which she has at this time.
The folks at the hospital recommended hospice care for her at home. She is from Monterrey, Mexico originally. She has been here since 1955. She has nine children. Her husband died in 1998 with prostate cancer. She has three boys and six girls. She never smoked or drank alcohol.

Currently, she is totally bedbound, ADL dependent completely. She requires help to feed and has decreased mentation of course because of her age and because of her gallbladder infection.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hysterectomy.
ALLERGIES: None.

MEDICATIONS: Medications include Cipro, Flagyl, Neurontin, metoprolol, Procardia ER 90 mg, Prilosec, and Neurontin.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother and father died of old age.
She is in some pain now because of percutaneous drainage of her gallbladder. She has a Foley catheter in place and she appears to be in pain.
She was visited today by myself and the hospice nurse who agrees with placing the patient on hospice along with the family at this time. DNR papers have been signed.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure is 115/76, pulse is 76, and O2 sats 95%.
HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.
NECK: No JVD.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.
LUNGS: Shallow breath sounds.
ABDOMEN: Soft.
SKIN: No rash.
EXTREMITIES: Lower extremities show trace edema.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal. No lateralizing symptoms noted.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. This is a 96-year-old woman with history of pneumonia, urinary tract infection, subsequent gallbladder infection, cholecystitis with hospitalization for six or seven days.

2. The patient has a Foley catheter, percutaneous drainage of her gallbladder.

3. The patient has very little time left on this earth. Her pain is controlled via comfort care at this time. She is total ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent.

4. Given her advanced age and the nature of her cholecystitis, she most likely has less than six months to live.
5. She is to be kept comfortable at home and is currently on hospice. She has decreased mentation, total disability and overall prognosis is quite poor. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
