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My colleague Dr. Shelley Epstein, M.D., has been Mr. Mollin’s treating psychiatrist since April 28, 2023, following an accident in January 2023 when he was struck by a car. Dr. Epstein is currently out on medical leave, so I am covering some of her patients. I have spoken with Mr. Mollin at length and reviewed his medical chart.

Dr. Epstein has been treating Mr. Mollin for posttraumatic stress disorder resulting from the accident. His neurological diagnosis which is the root cause of his disability is his post‑concussion syndrome for which he is treated by neurologist Dr. Itzhak Haimovic. Post-concussive syndrome can cause cognitive deficits which are documented on neuro-psychological testing, headaches, dizziness, light sensitivity, resulting in an inability to focus on computer screens or to read for extended periods of time. This also causes neck pain. Additionally, I am told that Mr. Mollin has been diagnosed with a carotid artery dissection which has worsened his cognitive deficits, headaches, and neck pain. Since Dr. Haimovic, a neurologist, was the physician who has recommended that Mr. Mollin go out on disability, I do further his conclusions regarding Mr. Mollin’s ability to return to work.
