Kathleen Russell has been seen in the office for almost 20 years.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSIS: Hypothyroidism secondary to Hashimoto’s thyroiditis.

Current Medication: Synthroid 0.1 mg daily.

On this visit, she had no specific complaints relative to the thyroid.

Past history is also notable for bilateral salpingo-oophorectomy because of BRCA positive genetic studies.

General review at this is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 128/70, weight 212 pounds, and BMI is 39. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was intact.

Recent Thyroid Function Test: Free T4 1.6 and TSH 0.98, both in the normal range.

IMPRESSION: Hypothyroidism secondary to Hashimoto’s thyroiditis, well compensated on her current dosage of thyroid hormone replacement.

I have recommended that she continue with the current program and followup with PCP, as I retired in the near future.
