The patient presents in the clinic following a fall playing basketball with inversion of wrist lying on dorsal wrist with complaints of pain to right wrist and also on top with painful range of motion.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Extremities: Right hand within normal limits. Wrist: Diffuse tenderness 2+ without deformity or dislocation or swelling with painful range of motion of forearm and shoulder. Remainder of musculoskeletal exam within normal limits. Neurovascular and tendon examination within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Within normal limits. Lungs: Within normal limits. CVS: Within normal limits. Abdomen: Within normal limits. Back: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: The patient had x-rays of the right wrist showing no evidence of fracture or dislocation.

PLAN: The patient was advised to get splint and to apply RICE with elevation, to continue to wear a splint, with followup with PCP in three to four days for possible additional imaging and orthopedic evaluation.
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
