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James Pieth has been seen in the office for 12 years.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type II diabetes.

2. Long-term insulin administration.

3. Morbid obesity.

4. Dyslipidemia.

5. Continuous glucose monitor with Dexcom.

Current Medications: Lantus 27 units at bedtime, Humalog 20 units three a day, and Mounjaro 10 mg weekly.

On this visit, there were no major complaints and his blood sugars were in a satisfactory range, overall.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 122/70, weight 282 pounds, and BMI is 43. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was intact. The neck examination was unremarkable.

Recent Lab Test: Hemoglobin A1c 5.6%. Remainder of lab is performed by his primary physician.

IMPRESSION: Type II diabetes with good control without major complications. He has, in addition, hypertension, long-term insulin administration, Dexcom continuous monitor, and dyslipidemia.

His blood sugar monitor was downloaded and discussed in detail and minor recommendations made.

As I retire in the near future, he is advised to follow up with primary physician for ongoing monitoring.
