HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 76-year-old woman originally from Mississippi being married 35 years, has three children. She lives in Houston now. She was diagnosed with breast cancer in 2017, in Mississippi they wanted to do mastectomy, but her husband decided to bring it MD Anderson where they did radiation subsequent mastectomy then chemotherapy. She was cancer free for about a year then in 2007 and 2019 the cancer returned and has been on numerous treatment options.
Most recently, the patient had a fall had a subdural bleed noted to have metastatic disease to the brain and bone and is not completely and totally bedbound. She has been on hospice and she is switching hospice companies at this time. At first glance, she appears much older. She is 76-year-old. She is very pale. She is very weak. She speaks in whisper.
Because of her subdural bleed, she suffered a left-sided weakness. She also has developed paronychia of the third left finger that needs to be treated left third digit.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Surgeries in the past has been mastectomy on the right side and hysterectomy.
ALLERGIES: LISINOPRIL.
MEDICATIONS: Medications includes tramadol, Keppra, Senna, Lasix, and clonazepam.
VACCINATIONS: Up-to-date.

FAMILY HISTORY: Family history positive for diabetes, hypertension and breast cancer.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She never worked outside of her home.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: She is lost weight. She weighed 172 pounds. Now she was less than 120 pounds. She is very little total bedbound, bowel and bladder incontinence. Total ADL dependent. She wears a diaper of course. Does not have any decubitus ulcers at this time. Very weak, speaks in a whisper. Blood pressure is about 120/80 at this time has been taken off her blood pressure medication. Has issues with anxiety and pain, which is treated with Keppra, but most likely needs better pain medication.
The patient was seen with her husband and her sister Sherry who was present at the same time. At this time, she has metastatic stage IV breast cancer status post right-sided mastectomy status post chemo radiation therapy with metastasis to the brain and bone. She also has a left-sided weakness related to subdural bleed.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: We find Joyce to be a quite debilitated 76-year-old woman bedbound, quite pale, and very weak.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure is 123/68, pulse is 68, temperature 97.6, and O2 sats 97%.
HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.
NECK: No JVD.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. Distant heart sounds.
LUNGS: Shallow breath sounds.
ABDOMEN: Soft.
NEUROLOGICAL: Left-sided weakness. Greater than right the results of evidence of paronychia in left digit. No  decubitus ulcer.
SKIN: Skin turgor is diminished.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. This is a 76-year-old woman dying of metastatic brain cancer as was noted above. Now totally and completely bedbound. She states she is switching hospice to Avatar Hospice at this time. She has left-sided weakness. She is very little total ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinence as I mentioned. History of seizure because of subdural bleed and left-sided weakness.
2. Giving the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live. Her KPS score is 30% at this time. She also has issues with pain comfort pack will be ordered. She is totally bedbound. Significant weight loss and difficulty with sleep and anxiety on lorazepam to control her symptoms. The patient is no longer on blood pressure medication because of her cancer and her significant weight loss. Her blood pressure is controlled at this time.
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
