He has had 6 pounds weight loss as I mentioned. He has ADL dependency. He has episodic urinary incontinence.
The patient is also suffering from tooth decay and requires antibiotics having trouble with his concentrator and is currently using his O2 and the concentrator needs to be looked at. His KPS score is at 40%. He has muscle wasting, depression, spinal stenosis, radiculopathy, low back pain and constipation off and on and history of tobacco abuse. He does not smoke now for 17 for some time now. He is short of breath. He is weak and requires nebulizer treatment on regular basis. Given natural progression of his disease he most likely has less than six months to live.
