She is staying in bed now 16 hours a day. O2 saturation is stable not requiring oxygen at this time, but has cough, congestion and shortness of breath with activity with history of heavy smoking in the past. She has issues with aspiration and eats very little and takes her time to eat. Her comorbidities include systemic lupus erythematosus, chronic kidney disease, diabetes has required increase medication for her diabetes, sleep apnea, and obesity. The patient has a history of sleep apnea, but refuses to use her CPAP. KPS score is at 40%. Weights down about three or four pounds per the patient has pain related to SLE and neuropathy. She has ADL dependency, bowel and bladder incontinence. She is having trouble controlling her blood sugar because of her pain and her current demise in her condition. Her blood pressure was 105/79, pulse 79, O2 sat was stable at 93 to 94% today on the room air.
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
