Ursula Lewis has been seen in the office for 27 years.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type I diabetes.

2. Insulin pump therapy.

3. Background retinopathy.

4. Hypertension.

Current Medications: Insulin via tandem pump. She is also on Cozaar 50 mg daily, Zetia 10 mg daily, Lipitor 80 mg daily, hydrochlorothiazide, and famotidine.

Past history is notable for type I diabetes, previous umbilectomy from the left leg in 2024, and subsequent umbilectomy.

General review on this occasion is unremarkable and the vision in her left eye has improved after being seen by a neuro ophthalmologist.

On examination, blood pressure 136/68, weight 188 pounds, and BMI is 31. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was intact.

Recent hemoglobin A1c is 6.7%. Other labs performed by her primary physician.

IMPRESSION: Type I diabetes with good control and treated with insulin pump. At this time, her blood sugars are in a satisfactory range with minimal hypoglycemia and no major changes were made to the pump on this visit. As I retire in the near future, she will require a followup with a new endocrinologist for further advise on maintaining her insulin pump..
