Chelle Bezinau returns to followup recently.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Hypothyroidism.

2. Hashimoto’s thyroiditis 

Current Medication: Synthroid 0.05 mg daily.

On this visit, she was doing quite well and had no major symptoms suggestive of imbalance.

On examination, blood pressure 122/72, weight 154 pounds, and BMI is 25.1. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. Neck examination was unremarkable with no neck lymphadenopathy and no abnormal masses were palpated in the neck. The peripheral examination was intact. Recent thyroid function test was satisfactory with free T4 0.92 and TSH 2.31, both within normal range.

IMPRESSION: Hypothyroidism secondary to Hashimoto’s thyroiditis, well compensated on her current dosage of thyroid hormone.

I have asked that she continue with the current program with Synthroid 0.05 mg daily.

Repeat thyroid function should be performed in one year’s time.
