This is a 72-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of CVA. The patient also has COPD, hypoxemia; he is on chronic oxygen, history of congestive heart failure, swelling of the lower extremity especially off his diuretic Demadex. Arthur is originally from Mississippi. He worked for the school districts. He is single. He has one child. He used to be a heavy smoker and drinker, but he does not do either one at this time. His caregiver is Doritha, his sister and has provider services. Doritha tells me that he is not sleeping very much, he has issues with sundowner, confusion, decreased appetite, weight loss, constipation, confusion getting his nights and days mixed up, decreased mentation; at times, he is only oriented to person. His medications include losartan, aspirin, Compazine, metoprolol, Levsin, and Demadex which he is out of. With the help of current medications, his vital signs are stable. His blood pressure is 136/88, pulse 68, respirations 18, O2 sat 92% on 3 L. This is a 72-year-old gentleman, bedbound, total ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent. Foley catheter in place because of atonic bladder. The patient has a KPS score of 40%. He has decreased mentation, difficulty swallowing related to his stroke. He also has COPD and shortness of breath with any type of activity with pedal edema consistent with congestive heart failure. His speech is dysarthric. His KPS score is 40%. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
