HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: A 68-year-old gentleman who lives in a group home; he is originally from San Antonio, quite confused. He can recall his name initially, but when later asked his name, he cannot remember. He is not oriented to place or time. At one time, he was married; they were separated per Grace, the patient’s caretaker. He has a history of smoking, continues to smoke when he is helped with the cigarettes, but he does not have the mentation to be able to do that on his own. He has decreased appetite, decreased weight, weakness, ADL dependency and bouts of incontinence.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Diabetes and high blood pressure.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Coronary artery bypass graft x 4 jumps.
MEDICATIONS: Medication list is pending at this time.
ALLERGIES: LISINOPRIL.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Vaccination up-to-date.
FAMILY HISTORY: He does not recall what mother and father died of, but there is family history of coronary artery disease noted.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 174/81. Pulse 65. O2 sat 98%.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal. No lateralizing findings noted on the neurological examination.

EXTREMITIES: Lower extremity shows muscle weakness.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: A 68-year-old gentleman with history of dementia, having difficulty with ambulation, high risk of fall, but he is still able to ambulate, not totally incontinent, but has bouts of incontinence, ADL dependency, history of smoking, COPD, diabetes, high blood pressure, diabetic neuropathy. Cannot rule out multiple strokes as the cause of his confusion. The patient has had significant decline in his cognitive ability per Gina, the patient’s caretaker who tells me that he is a lot more confused with sundowner syndrome and not even oriented to person at times. He also has had weight loss, decreased appetite; not eating, and total ADL dependency which puts him at endstage Alzheimer's dementia with difficulty with activity and a very high risk of fall at this time.
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
