SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Leslie was seen with his wife and reported that he has been doing very well with the current treatment since Oxtellar XR 300 mg extended release tablet was started twice a day. He noticed significant change in his improvement. His wife also admits that things are good. He was alert and oriented. His mood was pleasant. Affect was bright. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. There was no suicidal or homicidal thoughts. No symptoms of hallucination or delusion. The patient is on Depakote ER 500 mg at bedtime, Seroquel 400 mg at bedtime, and Seroquel 100 mg in the morning. He was alert and oriented. Mood was pleasant. Affect was bright. Speech was clear. He denies any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. Denies any auditory or visual hallucinations or any persecutory feeling. His Judgment and insight improved. There is no confrontation with his wife or any bizarre behavior at home. Wife also reported that he is stable.

ASSESSMENT: Schizoaffective disorder.
