Dear Doctors:

This is a telemedicine followup visit for Mr. Stoll with stage IIIA chronic kidney disease and follicular lymphoma; he is on Rituxan and oral chemo, and anemia.  His last visit was June 25, 2024.  He will be having a PET scan to assess the effectiveness of the chemo and Rituxan on February 28, 2025.  He is feeling well.  His weight is stable.  He has been seen in this weight since his last visit.  No chest pain or palpitations.  No nausea, vomiting, or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, blood, or melena.  He does have shortness of breath with exertion that is stable.  No edema.  No incontinence, cloudiness, or blood in the urine.  He does ambulate with the cane.

Medications:  In addition to Rituxan and oral chemo Revlimid, I want to highlight the Eliquis 2.5 mg twice a day, Lasix 20 mg twice a day, and other routine medications are unchanged.

Physical Examination:  His weight is 152 pounds and blood pressure is 128/82.

Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done on January 2, 2025, creatinine is stable at 1.4 and estimated GFR is 49.  Electrolytes are normal with potassium of 4.1, sodium is 136, carbon dioxide 23, calcium 8.5, albumin 3.5. Hemoglobin 9.7, normal white count and platelets are slightly low at 128,000.

Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IIIA chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine level.  We will continue to check labs every three months.

2. Follicular lymphoma on both Rituxan and Revlimid and he is scheduled for a PET scan February 28, 2025 and anemia of chronic disease.  The patient will have a followup visit with this practice in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
