CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient is a 47-year-old Hispanic female complaining of chest pain.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 47-year-old female who reports onset of chest pain approximately five months ago. The pain occurs sporadically. It is described as pressure like. It is associated with shortness of breath. She notes a single episode of pain with numbness involving the left arm.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Prediabetes.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Right-sided breast surgery.

MEDICATIONS: Ferrous sulfate 325 mg one every other day, amitriptyline 25 mg once daily.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Unremarkable.
SOCIAL HISTORY: There is no history of cigarette smoking or drug use, but the patient reports occasional alcohol use.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Gastrointestinal: There is nausea and heartburn. There is constipation and there is hernia.
Review of systems is otherwise significant for headaches and dizziness.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is alert, oriented and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 129/92, pulse 86, respiratory rate 21, height 65” and weight 244.4 pounds.

DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm at 79 beats per minute and is otherwise unremarkable.

IMPRESSION: Chest pain, unclear etiology.
