Dear Dr. Murray:

This is a followup Mr. Derosia who has advanced renal failure, hypertension and small kidneys.  Last visit in July.  Denies hospital admission.  He is hard of hearing.  He lives alone.  Takes care of himself.  However, son lives close by same town St. Louis.  Eating well.  No gastrointestinal or urinary symptoms.  Minimal incontinence.  No chest pain, palpitation or increase of dyspnea.  No edema or claudications.
Review of System:  Negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight the Coreg and Lasix as the blood pressure.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 147 stable and blood pressure 122/62.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular looks normal.  No ascites.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries; creatinine 2.77, which is baseline for a GFR of 21 stage IV.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV, hypertension and small kidneys.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No indication of dialysis.  Watch upper potassium.  Normal water balance and acid base.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  No need for binders.  There is anemia, but does not require EPO treatment, not symptomatic above 10.  There are low platelets, which is chronic without active disease and is mild.  Continue same medications.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
