CHIEF COMPLAINT: Abnormal chest x-ray.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 73-year-old male who complained of wheezing. He was then felt to require chest x-ray. The chest x-ray apparently revealed mild abnormality. The patient reports having an asthma attack six months ago, he was found to have dust allergies. More recently, he underwent chest x-ray on November 15, 2024. He was found to have borderline cardiomegaly with mild central pulmonary vascular prominence. The patient is seen for evaluation. He reports dyspnea on exertion, which is worsened at two blocks. He has had no chest pain.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Asthma.

2. Coronary artery disease.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. He is status post stent three years ago.

2. Bilateral inguinal hernias.

MEDICATIONS:
1. Atenolol 50 mg one daily.

2. Atorvastatin 20 mg one daily.

3. Aspirin 81 mg one daily.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Unremarkable.

SOCIAL HISTORY: There is no history of cigarette smoking, alcohol, or drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise unremarkable.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is obese, but in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 146/79, pulse 60, respiratory rate 22, weight 317 pounds, and height 65 inches.
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IMPRESSION:

1. Coronary artery disease.

2. Hypertension uncontrolled.

PLAN:
1. We will obtain echocardiogram.

2. Start metoprolol succinate 50 mg one p.o. daily, hydrochlorothiazide 12.5 mg one p.o. daily, and discontinue atenolol.
