A 69-year-old woman currently on hospice with senile degeneration of the brain. The patient has lost over 22 pounds since admission to hospice. She is ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent. Her KPS has slipped from 50 to 40%, oriented to person only at this time. She has severe sundowner syndrome, requiring medication to treat. She has a MAC of 27 cm, KPS of 40 as I mentioned with FAST of 6D.

The patient requires Seroquel, Depakote, and Remeron to control her symptoms especially at nighttime. The patient was living with her sister, but she is no longer able to take care of herself; hence, their admission to the group home at this time because she needs 24 x 7 care at this time. Overall prognosis remains quite poor. She also suffers from weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition and hypotension. Her blood pressure was found to be 90/palp today. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
