She lives with her daughter Rima who tells me that the patient is having more episodes of agitation in the evenings.

The family does not want her to take any medication. They are controlling her symptoms with Aricept and melatonin.

She is also not doing as well around crowd. When people are over, she gets very agitated and she becomes much more confused. She does wear a Pull-up. She is bowel and bladder incontinent. She is eating less, but her weight is about the same as it has been. She has no edema of the lower extremity. She has a KPS of 40%, MAC of 22.5 and FAST score of 7A. Her pedal edema is much improved today and shortness of breath is controlled as long as she is still. The patient continues to ambulate with a walker with the help of family members. The family also wants to give her the RSV vaccine because of the people that are going in and out of the house which I told them that is a good thing to do. She is oriented to person most of the time. The patient also has a history of renal insufficiency and the family is quite concerned about giving her any the medication that could make her renal function worse. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
