1. Flu is negative.
2. I talked to mother about this being a URI versus a febrile illness.
3. We chose not to do an RSV because he has not had any respiratory issues.

4. We talked about antibiotic or no antibiotic. There is really nothing bacterial to treat.

5. Hold off on antibiotics.

6. Lots of liquid, Tylenol, Motrin, and popsicles.

7. If it does not get any better in 2 to 3 days, call me back.

8. Once again, flu test and strep test were both negative.
