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DOB:  

The patient tells me that he was involved in traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that in November 2021, the patient was in the training exercise in Fort Irwin.  The patient was in the fast responsive team.  The patient tells me that he was a passenger in a military truck that truck went into the ditch.  The patient tells me that he hit his head, and there was a roll over accident.  The patient completely lost consciousness.  The patient tells me that he was out of consciousness for five minutes.  The patient tells me that when he woke up, the patient had severe head pain.  The patient has severe neck pain.  He was not able to feel on the right entire side of the body on the right side. The patient tells me that he would have severe head pain, confusion and disorientation for several days.  The patient also was seeing stars.  The patient had these symptoms for the next few hours seeing stars.  The patient was flown to a hospital in Las Vegas to the Trauma Center.
Since the accident, the patient had significant headaches, nausea, sensitivity to light, numbness, migraine, pain in the shoulders, in the neck, blurred vision, forgetfulness, sleepiness, anxiety, nervousness symptoms, and sadness.
The patient is currently working as an infantry for the Army.  The patient has poor memory.  The patient significant headaches at work.  The patient has significant difficulty concentrate at work.  The patient is not able to fire guns anymore because of these symptoms and concentration difficulties. The patient also has blurred vision, which is also affecting him at work as infantry.  The patient tells me that his headaches are significantly affecting his focus.
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
