HISTORY: This is an 8-year-old child accompanied by mother here with right eye pain and right eye redness. Mother said this has been going on for about two days.  She said there are children in his class with similar symptoms. Child said pain is uncomfortable. He denies double vision or blurred vision. He denies direct trauma.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed these are all negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed these are all negative.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed these are all negative.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed these are all negative.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed these are all negative.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed these are all negative.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Child is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 99% at room air.

Blood pressure is 121/69.

Pulse is 99.

Respirations are 20.

Temperature is 98.0.

Right Eye: Erythematous conjunctiva. There is no discharge. There is no periorbital edema or erythema. EOM. He has full range of motion of all extraocular muscles with no discomfort with range of motion. Visual Acuity: The patient counts fingers with no difficulties. PERRLA.

HEENT: Normal.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Distended secondary to obesity. No visible peristalsis. No guarding.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of the upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Conjunctivitis acute.
2. Eye pain.
PLAN: Visual acuity was done. The patient counts fingers with no difficulties. Fundoscopic exam has good red reflex. No retinal hemorrhage. Cup disc ratio is normal. No cotton wool spots.

The patient was sent home with the following medications: Gentamicin ophthalmic solution 0.3% two drops t.i.d. for 10 days #10 mL. Mother was advised to get over-the-counter pain medication Tylenol and Motion is appropriate. He was given the opportunity to ask questions and mother states he has none. The patient was given a school excuse to return to school on Tuesday as his condition appears to be contagious.
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
