This is a 47-year-old woman with history of COPD. The patient is oxygen dependent, tachycardic, has pulmonary hypertension. She is on 20 mg of prednisone. She has been tried to wean off the prednisone by Dr. Ali, the medical director, but always develops respiratory distress and gets back on prednisone. The patient also has tachycardia and wears her oxygen at 3 to 4 L. Today’s O2 is at 3 L at 99%. She also continues to require Inderal for tachycardia as well as anxiety medication for air hunger. She has bouts of bowel and bladder incontinence. She lives with her daughter who is her primary caregiver. From time-to-time, she is left alone, but she is able to manage as long as she does not move around. Any kind of movement causes her to be very short of breath. She has had weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition and requires both Flovent and her breathing treatments on regular basis; the Flovent is twice a day and the breathing treatments four to six times a day. Her KPS score is 40%. Given the current progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
