Thank you for sending Evangelyn Davis for pulmonary evaluation.

CHIEF COMPLAINT: Shortness of breath with exertion.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 74-year-old lady who has a history of asthma as a child and a history of coronary artery disease. She has been short of breath with activity. She was sent for a pulmonary function study recently, which showed restrictive lung disease with decreased DLCO. The patient had no chest pains. Denies significant cough, but has some wheezing. She has reflux symptoms. She has not lost any weight. Most recent CT chest on 11/01/2024 showed cardiomegaly with coronary artery calcifications, hepatic cysts, and a small hiatal hernia.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient’s past history includes history of myocardial infarction. She had a PCI with stent placement. She also has hyperlipidemia, and history of arrhythmias. The patient also has hyperlipidemia. The patient also has a previous history of coronary artery disease with MI.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: History of hysterectomy, appendectomy, and tonsillectomy. 

ALLERGIES: MYCIN, POLLEN and DUST.

HABITS: The patient does not smoke. No alcohol use.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father died of heart disease. Mother died of Alzheimer’s.

SYSTEM REVIEW: The patient has gained weight. Denies chest pain. No fevers or chills. No sinusitis. She has no leg swelling or calf muscle pain. She has joint pains. The patient has no fatigue, fever, or weight loss. 
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No glaucoma or cataracts. No damage from ears. She has no nausea, vomiting, or heartburn. No rectal bleed or diarrhea. She has no chest pain, jaw pain, or calf muscle pain. She has no skin rash or itching.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 120/70. Pulse 64. Respiration 16. Temperature 97.5. Weight 156 pounds. Saturation 99%.

IMPRESSION:
1. Asthma with chronic bronchitis.

2. Restrictive lung disease.

3. History of hypertension.

PLAN: The patient was advised to use Breo 100/25 mcg one puff daily, Ventolin inhaler two puffs t.i.d. p.r.n. She was advised to get a bedside pulmonary function study. The patient will come in for a followup in four weeks.
