The patient is seen with a lesion to right cheek near parotid duct with excoriation 8 mm with 1+ tenderness to cheek with slight swelling.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild distress. Extremities: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Buccal cellulitis, right cheek.

PLAN: The patient was given injection for Rocephin 500 mg IM and dexamethasone 5 mg with prescription for Augmentin and Bactrim, with recommendation to see oral surgeon for further evaluation and to call and make an appointment, with followup as needed.
