HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 57-year-old gentleman who was seen on 01/22/25 with what looked like an allergic reaction with maculopapular type lesions on his chest, back, and his neck region.

He was treated with steroids, Medrol Dosepak and Decadron 8 mg. The symptoms completely resolved. He just got back from Greece. He has been doing a lot of traveling. When he got back, his symptoms have reappeared.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Knee surgery and rhinoplasty.
ALLERGIES: ASPIRIN and CODEINE.
MEDICATIONS: He has finished all his medications.

COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None recently.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He does not smoke. He does not drink. He is a pastor of a local church.
FAMILY HISTORY: See 01/22/25.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: He weighs 202 pounds. O2 sat 97%. Temperature 98.0. Respirations 18. Pulse 87. Blood pressure 128/80.

NECK: No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: Maculopapular rash as was noted before.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Allergic rhinitis.
2. Cause unknown.

3. We will treat him with Decadron again and give him a prednisone taper over the next 15 days; a little bit longer course.

4. Topical triamcinolone 0.1% cream.

5. If not better or if the rash returns, we will send him to a dermatologist for a biopsy at that time.
