She is tachycardic as a result of end-stage COPD. ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinence. She is short of breath at all times. She is lost about 5 pounds. She is eating very less. She is eating less than she use to because of her shortness of breath she states and has no appetite. She most likely has less than six months to live given her grave prognosis. She also has history of pain issues with old fractured hip that continues to hurt. Once again she is not using her oxygen and she is using her nebulizer four to six times a day at this time.
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
