She also suffers from hypertensive heart disease without heart failure, chronic obstructive pulmonary disease, type II diabetes without competition, stage III kidney disease, and history of seizures. The patient requires help with all ADLs. She lives at a personal care home because no longer able to care for herself. She has lots of confusion most likely related to her TIAs and or seizures related to her stroke and petit mal seizure. She is bowel and bladder incontinence as well. Given natural progression of the disease, she most likely has less than six months to live. She has bouts of aspiration. She is eating very little at this time. She states she is just not hungry. Her MAC has not changed any. Her depression is doing better with the help of Zoloft that was started recently. Reduction of Remeron from 15 to 7.5 mg has also helped her sleeping. The valproic acid is controlling her seizures at 500 mg twice a day, but I believe she still has petit mal seizures. She does suffer from atrial fibrillation and she is taking Eliquis for that reason as this is cause of her stroke with right-sided weakness.
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
