Ms. Grimm is a 53-year-old woman who is currently on hospice with COPD. The patient is refusing her oxygen. She is using her nebulizer four to six times a day. Comorbidities includes hypertension, CKD, sleep apnea, hemiparesis status post CVA, chronic pain, GERD, gastroesophageal reflux, seizure disorder, lumbar spinal stenosis, weight loss, depression, and anxiety. The patient is short of breath at all times requiring help with all ADLs. She is bed bound. She has a history of passive congestion of her liver, sleep apnea, and obesity. The patient has a stimulator in place to control her pain. She has left-sided weakness. She is sleeping very little back-and-forth even with help of trazodone. She has had bouts of diarrhea, which would benefit from a short course of steroids. She was found to have a blood pressure 137/76, pulse of 80, and O2 saturation was at 94% on room air. Given natural progression of her COPD, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
