This is a 78-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of congestive heart failure. She is on 3 liters of oxygen. She is short of breath. She is bed bound. She is short of breath at all times. She is using her nebulizer four times a day. Her vital signs include O2 saturation of 98% on 3 liters, pulse of 93, and blood pressure of 150/93. She has swelling of her lower extremity related to heart failure and right-sided ventricular dysfunction. She has a history of low EF, hypertension, peripheral vascular disease, PND, rheumatoid arthritis, chronic pain, and obesity. She is totally and completely bed bound as I mentioned. She has a KPS score of 40%, New York Heart Association class of IV, and bowel and bladder incontinent by the way. Given natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live given the right-sided heart failure associated with swelling. The patient also was offered defibrillator at one time, but she refused.
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
