Mr. Abraham is a 73-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with Parkinson’s disease. The caretaker tells me today that Mr. Abraham is much more confused. He has issues with hallucination. He has lost weight. He is eating very little. He now wears a diaper. He has ADL dependence, bowel and bladder incontinence. He has a MAC left arm of 24 cm. FAST score is 7A. KPS score is at 40%. He has issues with hallucination. He has had three falls in the past week, which is new for him. He also has issues with dizziness most likely related to autonomic nervous dysfunction related to his advanced parkinsonism. The patient has very thick “urine” per the patient’s caregiver because of lack of fluid intake. Given the natural progression of Mr. Abraham’s disease, he most likely has less than six months to live. He also has decreased appetite. Other comorbidities include muscle weakness, hypertension along with end-stage parkinsonism.
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
