This is a 71-year-old woman currently on hospice with congestive heart failure. Other comorbidities include hypertensive heart disease, COPD, pulmonary hypertension, atrial fibrillation, idiopathy progressive neuropathy, dementia unspecified, mood disturbances sundowner syndrome, anxiety, polyarthritis, sleep apnea; the patient does use a CPAP for her sleep apnea at nighttime, history of myocardial infarction status post triple bypass. The patient walks with the help of a walker, which she is now walking less and less at this time. She has bilateral pedal edema. O2 sats low at 88% on room air. She required increased dose of Lasix to help with the edema. Ms. Nash has a KPS score of 40%, MAC of 36 cm, history of weight loss. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live. Overall prognosis remains poor.
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
