This is an 87-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of chronic diastolic congestive heart failure, pedal edema, and shortness of breath. The patient belongs to American Heart Association Class IV. The patient has oxygen available to her at the nursing home. MAC is 30 cm left side. KPS score is at 40%. The patient also has developed bilateral inner buttocks ulceration. She is becoming much more forgetful; at times, she is only oriented to person. The patient has refused wound care multiple times per nursing notes. She is sleeping at 10-12 hours a day, staying in bed most of the time. P.r.n. oxygen is used mostly because she does not like to keep it on and she takes it off. She has bilateral lower extremity edema related to her CHF. Blood pressure appears to be controlled at this time. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
