This is a 73-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with COPD. The patient is short of breath and tachycardic. He has lower extremity swelling. Shortness of breath gets worse with activity. ADL dependency; he wears a diaper. He is not using his oxygen, using inhaler four times a day. He also has a history of chronic pain and leg swelling. His other morbidities include liver carcinoma, cancer of the prostate, hypertension, diabetes, neoplasm related pain, protein-calorie malnutrition, obesity, and anxiety disorder. His O2 saturation is 92% on room air. Blood pressure is controlled at 140/95. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
