HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents with mother, states he was in the yard playing yesterday running around. He woke up this morning with redness on his arms and face that itches. She had given him Benadryl cream with moderate amounts of results. No shortness of breath. No difficulty swallowing noted.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure in the house.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake, alert and oriented x 3, no acute distress noted.
EENT: Within normal limits.

NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy.

RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm. Airway is patent.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Focused skin exam noted erythema on bilateral teeth and upper arms with excoriation marks. No pustular drainage noted.
ASSESSMENT: Contact dermatitis.

PLAN: Advised mother on hydrocortisone cream, Benadryl oral as well as we will prescribe steroid to help with the inflammation. Advised to follow up with pediatrician as needed. The patient is discharged in stable condition.
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
