PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert, awake, and in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: He weighs 256 pounds. O2 sat 100%. Temperature 98.3. Respirations 20. Pulse 77. Blood pressure 135/63.

NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Completely soft and nontender.

SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Abdominal ultrasound is totally within normal limits.
2. No nausea or vomiting.

3. Diarrhea.

4. Most likely gastritis.

5. Pepto-Bismol.

6. BRAT diet.

7. Lots of liquid.

8. No antibiotics or medications needed other than Pepto-Bismol.

9. If not better in 24 hours, we will proceed with further evaluation, but again the exam is totally negative.
