Bobbi is a 46-year-old very thin black woman who is currently on hospice with congestive heart failure. She is thin. She is weak. She is disabled. She has severe peripheral vascular disease. She is quite confused. She is originally from _______, Texas. She is single. Does not smoke. Does not drink alcohol. She is total ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent. She has shortness of breath associated with her weakness with any type of activity, which placed her at New York Heart Association Class IV. Her O2 saturation right now is 97% on room air. Her medications, which were reviewed, included Seroquel 50 mg, Lasix 80 mg, hydralazine 25 mg, aspirin, Restoril and Coreg 12.5 mg. Lorazepam 1 mg and trazodone 50 mg given at night along with Norvasc 5 mg. She is total wheelchair bound. She has been sleeping more often per her caregiver. Her blood pressure is controlled on the current dose of medication. No previous hospital records are available for review as far as her ejection fraction or the type of systolic versus diastolic heart failure, but the notes indicate that she has had chronic systolic congestive heart failure for some time. Given natural progression of her disease and her state at this time, most likely has less than six months to live.
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
