This is a 66-year-old gentleman originally from Lake Charles, Louisiana, has been here since age 6. He used to work for Popeyes Chicken and lots of other restaurants in the past. He has a heavy history of smoking and he drinks alcohol. He is separated. He has six children, but he does not see them very often.
He was placed in a group home because he is no longer able to take care of himself. He is very weak. He has trouble getting to the bathroom. He wears a diaper. He also has issues with shortness of breath because of his end-stage COPD, O2 dependency which has caused him to lose tremendous amount of weight at this time.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: COPD, cor pulmonale, pulmonary hypertension, shortness of breath at all times, and weight loss.

MEDICATIONS: His medications include albuterol two puffs four times a day, albuterol nebulizers three to four times a day, Trelegy inhaler, lisinopril 10 mg a day, Lipitor 10 mg a day.

VACCINATION: He has not had any recent vaccination at this time. Previous vaccinations a year ago were actually done on time; he has had hospitalization because of exacerbation of COPD about a year ago and has refused to go back and forth to the hospital.

FAMILY HISTORY: Both mother and father died of cancer.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 123/90, pulse 103, and O2 sat 97% on 2 liters.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD.

LUNGS: Rales and rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

EXTREMITIES: Lower extremities show muscle waisting and trace edema.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: This is a 66-year-old gentleman with history of COPD, cor pulmonale, pulmonary hypertension, and O2 dependency; currently, taking his neb treatments on regular basis. He also has hypertension which seems to be controlled at this time. He has ADL dependency. He is tachycardic because of his COPD and has had weight loss related to his end-stage COPD. He requires help around the clock to be able to live his life and can no longer live in a house by himself.
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
