CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after work-related injury complaining of pain in the right foot.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient had a crush injury of the right foot leading to cellulitis and pain is less now; however, the patient gained weight due to not able to do his daily chores and the patient advised on low-carb diet. Also the patient is resting his right leg most of the day.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied fever, cough, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, calf swelling, or leg swelling.

OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Within normal limits.
HEART: Within normal limits.

ABDOMEN: Slightly obese without any tenderness.

Right foot examination reveals tenderness of the forefoot with less redness. There is no discharge at this time and the patient walks with slow gait due to the pain in the right leg.
The patient is advised to continue therapy by podiatrist and continue pain medications.
